Homework

Homework will be sent home each day in a red folder.  Students 
record their homework assignments daily in their agenda books.  I 
will sign before they go home to make sure they have copied the 
assignment correctly.  Please sign the agenda each night.  That 
indicates that you have seen your child’s assignment and they have 
completed it.  You can also write to me in the agenda since I will 
check it each morning.  

Math homework and spelling are given each night.  In addition to 
practicing their spelling words nightly, students should practice 
their addition and subtraction facts. Spelling lists are sent home on 
Fridays so children have extra time to practice.

A reading log is sent home every day.  Students will start the year 
reading a minimum 15 minutes each night and increasing gradually 
to 30 minutes. This is a very important part of their homework.  
Please sign the reading log each night and send it back to school 
each day.

Supplies
