The
children will be assessed on their ability
to recognize our high frequency words
and all letters. (uppercase and
lowercase.)

We will focus in on letter
sounds. Students will learn to write
words by saying then slowly and writing
letters for the sounds they hear. Words
that we will be practicing in the
upcoming weeks are: to, a, we, my,
like, he, and for.
