MINUTES FROM NOVEMBER 7, 2011 MEETING

The Treasurer’s Report was read by Liddy Pepin (Treasurer). The balance is $1,043.72.
Dr. Welty introduced Destination Imagination which “is a global creative problem solving program that provides challenges to teams of 7 students to work together to create a solution of their own design and creativity.” Dr. Welty asked the PTO to support the cost of 1 team for $135.00 or both teams for $270.00. A vote was taken and the PTO will support Destination Imagination @ $135.00.
Peter Diamond from “Classic Cookie” did a presentation for our annual frozen cookie dough fundraiser. He informed us that there are 10 flavors and the cost is $15.00 per tub. 
Mr. Diamond brought along samples of his delicious cookies for all of us to enjoy. It was decided that:

Orders are to be taken November 14-27, 2011.

The money is due November 28, 2011.

Orders will be picked up on December 5, 2011.

 Kacie Carvalho (Freshmen class), Emma Robidoux  (Sophomore class), Alexandra Saulenas (Junior class) and Alexandra Fonseca (Senior class). They will help to promote the sales of the cookie dough. Flyers will be distributed in homerooms and an announcement will be made on the BDTV Morning Announcements.  The money raised from the sales will be split 50/50 between the PTO and the classes. 
There was a discussion on why there is a need to do fundraising. Each class needs to raise money in order to pay for their junior/senior prom which includes the ticket, class gift, caps/gowns for graduation, pizza party, vespers, and flowers.
