MINUTES FROM OCTOBER 3, 2011 MEETING

The meeting was called to order @ 6:40 pm by Mary Jane Muello, Vice-Principal and Administration Representative.

There were 8 other people in attendance including, Donna Fortin, Secretary, Gloria Alferes, JoAnn Richard, Glenn C. Silva, Vice President and Media Liaison, Vivian Figueiredo, Renee D. Perry, Lucia Ferreira and Isabel daCosta. Dr. Baldwin, Superintendent of Schools was the guest speaker. 
The Secretary’s Report was read and approved by the committee. 

Dr. Baldwin presented facts and artist drawings of the proposed elementary school. He asked us to consider voting “yes” as voters for “the greater good of the community.” Some of the information that Dr. Baldwin provided,
The amount of the project- $24.6 million

The amount to be borrowed - $9.7 million (cost to the town).

The interest rate may be 2% which would be $2.5 million      
in interest over 25 years.

The average home value - $270,000.00

The average home owner would pay an average increase on taxes $70 – 80.00/year.

In closing Dr. Baldwin believes in the project, “It is educationally sound, and financially responsible.”

In a quick review, Ms. Muello educated the group on the PTO’s mission statement. She spoke about the programs and services that have benefited from the PTO’s financial support.  The members work diligently throughout the school year raising money for all students. Renee reminded us that it was through the PTO’s support that 3 scholarships were awarded last year to graduating seniors. Fund raising events such as Battle of the Bands (annual competition for the past 9 years) have been successful.
In other news,

The next meeting will be held @ 6:30 on November 7, 2011. We will be discussing fund raising ideas for the current year.
