The Guidance Department is ready to implement and interpret the suggestions and program outlined on 
the following pages.  We urge students and parents to consult with guidance counselors on any questions 
relating to selection of courses.  Only through a process of many conferences during the coming year can 
the counselor help each student make the best possible plans.  Conferences may include teachers, 
parents, students, and counselors, and can be conducted during school hours or at a time convenient to 
all parties.  Students and parents with questions regarding programs for incoming ninth graders are asked 
to contact the guidance counselors at the Elizabeth I. Hastings Middle School or the high school. 
 

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTSGRADUATION REQUIREMENTSGRADUATION REQUIREMENTSGRADUATION REQUIREMENTS    
Starting in the 2009-2010 school year, FHS is converting to “Carnegie Units” for course credit.  A 
“Carnegie Unit” was developed in 1906 (coincidentally the same year that the high school began 
operation) as a measure of the amount of time a student has studied a subject.  It is considered a 
“standard unit” among colleges.  A full year course will now be considered 1 unit and a semester based 
course is considered .5 units. 
 
In order to graduate from Fairhaven High School, students are required to earn a minimum of 21 units.  
Students must also satisfy the requirements of competency determination on the English Language Arts, 
Mathematics and Science MCAS tests, in order to receive a diploma.

All students are expected to carry a full course load.  There are waiverable circumstances for a reduced 
course load or a change in unit requirements.  Students and parents should consult guidance counselors 
for these situations.  All waivers must be approved by the principal.  Seniors must carry a schedule with a 
minimum of 3 core courses and must pass a minimum of 4 units to meet the graduation requirement.

In order to be promoted to the next grade and be assigned a homeroom in that grade, students must 
have passed their current year of English and Mathematics (grades 9 and 10) and must have earned at 
least the following number of units:

A student's year of graduation shall be determined no later than September of each year. The principal 
may approve exceptions to this policy. 
 

COMPUTATION OF CLASS RANKCOMPUTATION OF CLASS RANKCOMPUTATION OF CLASS RANKCOMPUTATION OF CLASS RANK    
What is Class Rank?  
A student's rank in class is a measure of his/her overall academic achievement relative to the 
achievement of others within the same graduating class.  Class rank serves the following purpose: (1) as 
a factor in college admissions decisions, (2) as one eligibility factor considered for nominations to the 
National Honor Society, and (3) as qualification or entitlement to certain awards, recognition, and 
scholarships.  
 
What is Included?  
Rank is calculated using term grades in all academic subjects taken at Fairhaven High School.  Failing 
grades are included.  Not included in computation of rank are all unleveled courses.  Courses taken by 
students for enrichment or courses taken voluntarily by students outside of Fairhaven High School are not 
included in the computation of the class rank.  
 
When is it Computed? 
Rank in class is computed at the close of each term. Students may obtain their rank in class from the 
guidance office.

Students planning to attend college after high school should plan a program of study consisting of at least 
the following: 
English 4 years 
Mathematics 3 years (preferably 4) 
Science 3 years ( 4 years 

preferably, including 
two lab sciences) 

Social Studies 3 years 
World Language 2 years (3 years are 

recommended) 
 
It is recommended that students consult with guidance personnel as early as possible to discuss 
differences in entrance requirements among individual colleges, junior colleges, nursing schools, and 
technical schools. 
 

DUAL ENROLLMENTDUAL ENROLLMENTDUAL ENROLLMENTDUAL ENROLLMENT    
Dual Enrollment is a program in which high school juniors and seniors take college courses and receive 
credit towards both high school and college graduation from a Massachusetts State College or University  
(UMASS Dartmouth, BCC, Cape Cod Community College, Bridgewater State College).  Please check 
with your guidance counselor to see if you are eligible. 
 

CURRICULAR OFFERINGSCURRICULAR OFFERINGSCURRICULAR OFFERINGSCURRICULAR OFFERINGS 
Students should attempt to select the combination of courses over their four years of high school that will 
provide them with the best foundation possible to further their post-high school goals.  Generally, 
regardless of future goals, this means selecting courses that challenge the student's ability and that will 
provide a solid grounding in English, mathematics, science, social studies, language, and the fine, 
applied, and practical arts.  The range of courses available to students allows for preparation for a wide 
range of post-high school pursuits. 
 

INSTRUCTIONAL LEVELSINSTRUCTIONAL LEVELSINSTRUCTIONAL LEVELSINSTRUCTIONAL LEVELS    
All courses are designed to provide students maximum opportunity for achievement commensurate with 
their ability, performance, and goals. Students are encouraged to select a course of study that is 
consistent with a realistic self-assessment of current academic performance, future aspirations, and 
motivation to work for success. 
 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT - Advanced Placement courses are offered at a level of rigor and challenge 
equivalent to a freshman college course.  These courses follow a curriculum developed by the College 
Board and culminate with an examination in May.  Student scores on these exams range from 1 to 5, with 
a 3 or better usually earning freshman credit at most participating colleges and universities.  A.P. courses 
are designed for capable students with solid study skills and the motivation to undertake a challenging 
academic program.   
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HONORS - Honors level courses are designed for the superior student who has consistently 
demonstrated the ability and motivation to achieve a high degree of success in a rigorous academic 
program.  Work in these courses focuses on developing advanced skills, knowledge, and understanding.  
Participation in Honors level courses provides the strongest preparation for college work.  Students 
should achieve a B- or better average for continuation in sequential Honors courses. 
 
LEVEL I - Level I courses are designed for the student who has demonstrated the ability and motivation 
to achieve success in a solid college-oriented academic program.  Level I courses focus on developing 
solid mastery of essential content, skills, and understandings, at a demanding, but lesser pace and depth 
than at the Honors level. 
 
LEVEL II - Level II courses are offered at a moderate level of difficulty for students who have demonstrated a range 
of ability and motivation, from good to inconsistent, in achieving academic success. Level II courses emphasize 
mastery of basic content, skills, and understandings, and offer the student a sound preparation for choices beyond 
high school. 

PREREQUISITESPREREQUISITESPREREQUISITESPREREQUISITES    
Enrollment in any sequential course (English 1, 2, 3, and 4 for example), unless stated otherwise in the 
course description, requires the successful completion of the previous course in the sequence. It is 
recommended that a grade of C- or better be earned in order to continue in an elective sequential course.  
Exceptions to this may be made at the discretion of the principal in consideration of extenuating or 
unusual circumstances. 
 

REPEATING A COURSREPEATING A COURSREPEATING A COURSREPEATING A COURSEEEE 
Students who fail required and sequential courses are expected to attend summer and/or evening school 
to make-up courses.  In certain circumstances with the approval of the principal and academic 
coordinator, a student may be allowed to retake these courses during the regular FHS school schedule. 
 
Students may choose, and in fact are sometimes encouraged, to repeat a course (already once passed) 
at the same or higher level in order to achieve greater mastery of the subject matter and to earn a higher 
final grade in that course. Students will not receive additional credit for a course for which credit has 
already been granted.  However, a higher grade earned in a repeated course will be substituted on a 
transcript for a lower grade earned previously.  The higher grade will also be reflected in class rank 
computations and applied to meeting prerequisite requirements for sequential courses. 
 

SUMMER/EVENING SCHOOLSUMMER/EVENING SCHOOLSUMMER/EVENING SCHOOLSUMMER/EVENING SCHOOL    
Students are eligible to make up a failed course providing the final grade is not lower than an F (50-64).  
Students with a final grade of F- (49 and below) may be permitted to make up the course in summer/night 
school with the teacher's recommendation and the permission of the principal.  An INC (Incomplete) 
cannot be made up in summer school, nor can a grade of FNC (Failure-no credit). 
 
It is expected that students who fail a required course (particularly English) will take the course if offered 
in summer school. "Doubling up" on required or sequential courses will not be permitted without the 
express permission of the Principal.  Those who are offered to do so will be evaluated after the first 
quarter and may be removed from the course if they are failing.   

    
POLICY REGARDING PROGRAM CHANGESPOLICY REGARDING PROGRAM CHANGESPOLICY REGARDING PROGRAM CHANGESPOLICY REGARDING PROGRAM CHANGES    

Each year at the beginning of the third term, students and parents, together with their counselor, select an 
appropriate program for the following school year.  The signatures of the student and parent on the 
Selection Sheet and/or Verification Sheet constitute acceptance of the program. 
 
Students must at all times carry a full course load. Therefore, a student cannot drop a required or an 
elective subject if doing so brings the credit total below the required minimum.  Students are allowed to 
make changes in a schedule for the following reasons: 
 1.  Failure of subject in previous year 
 2.  Changes in career plans 

3.  Changes in level (degree of difficulty   in subject matter) 
All student/parent initiated course changes must take place by the start of the school year.  A parent’s 
signature is required for any course change request unless the change is needed to correct an error or 
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satisfy a graduation requirement. Guidance counselors will be available to meet with students and 
parents/guardians two weeks prior to the opening of school.  Please call 979-4120, for an appointment. 
 
NOTE:  Students are not allowed to change to a lower level course if they are passing (a grade of 70 or 
higher at the time of their request for the transfer).  MINOR ELECTIVES are to be chosen after required 
courses, major electives, and graduation requirements have been met.

The research paper is an integral part of the English curriculum.  In grades 9, 10, and 11 in all courses, 
an acceptable research paper is requisite for passing the term in which it was assigned.   The following 
guidelines apply: 
 
Number of words:   
Advanced Placement              3,750 minimum 
Senior year: 
  Honors and Level I                1,500 -  2,500 
  Level II                                       750 - 1,000 
Junior year                                1,000 - 1,500 
Sophomore year                          700 - 1,000 
Freshman year                                        750 
 
Plagiarism:  If a paper has been plagiarized or falsified in any manner, the student will receive a zero.  
Other appropriate disciplinary action will be taken.  The paper may be redone to strengthen the student’s 
research and writing skills, but the grade remains a zero. 
 
Grade Weight: 
25% - 33% of the term 
 
Grades 9-11:  If the research paper fails to meet minimum standards, the student may redo the paper, at 
the discretion of the teacher to improve to a higher F.  A date will be set to allow the student time to make 
the corrections, which are important to strengthen the research and writing skills; however, in fairness to 
those who utilized the classroom instruction time given, the grade must be minimal. 
 
Grade 12:  All seniors must submit an acceptable research paper to pass the course and to meet 
graduation requirements.  If the paper fails to meet minimum standards, it will be returned and the 
following actions will be taken: 
1) A date will be set to allow the student time to correct the paper sufficiently to receive a failing grade 

rather than an incomplete.  The corrections are important to strengthen the student's research and 
writing skills; however, in fairness to those who utilized the classroom instruction time given, the 
grade must be an F (50). 

2) No senior paper will be accepted after the last regular class day of the course.  If the student does not 
meet the extended deadline for corrections, the grade will remain incomplete until an acceptable 
research paper is produced; however, no credit will be given and zeros will be issued when the paper 
is accepted.

To 
achieve those outcomes, students maintain writing portfolios, study grammar and vocabulary, and read a 
variety of authors and literary genres.  They engage in diverse activities ranging from cooperative learning 
to research and presentations. 
 
Decisions for placement are based on class performance, teacher recommendation, student/ parent 
selection, and test scores.

MATHEMATICS DEPARTMENTMATHEMATICS DEPARTMENTMATHEMATICS DEPARTMENTMATHEMATICS DEPARTMENT    
   Apart from the fact that the minimum requirements of nearly every college include two years of 
mathematics - one in algebra and the other in geometry - there is a certain discipline of the mind that 
comes from a continuing study of mathematics. A solid foundation in the subject will be a definite asset to 
any student, regardless of the field of work or study he/she plans to pursue. The Mathematics Department 
offers three levels of sequences of courses from which to choose.  All offer the necessary preparation for 
state testing, but in different formats and at different paces.  It is strongly recommended that all students 
complete a geometry course by the end of their sophomore year. 
   The student, when selecting courses, is advised to choose the most challenging math course consistent 
with his/her background and ability.  It is recommended that a student earn a C- or better in order to 
proceed to the next sequential course.  If the student has any doubts or questions regarding the proper 
choice, consultation with their present math teacher or the academic coordinator is recommended. 
   In line with the Massachusetts State Frameworks and the National Council of Teachers of Mathematics, 
the minimum entry-level course for all freshmen is Algebra 1.  It is recommended that all students 
successfully complete Geometry by the end of their sophomore year.  The use of calculators is integrated 
into the instruction of all courses and it is recommended that the students have a scientific calculator.  
Students taking Pre-Calculus would benefit from using a graphing calculator.  Students electing AP 
Calculus are required to have a graphing calculator.

It is expected that the 
student will take the AP exam given at the end of the school year and, depending on the score, may earn 
college credit for the course.  Since it is required that a student use a graphing calculator for the exam, it 
is expected that the student has one throughout the school year.

It is recommended to students who are interested in 
mathematics, science and/or engineering in college.

In addition 
to learning an appreciation for other people's values and way of life, knowledge of another language can 
provide opportunities for communication on a personal level as well as preparing for careers in 
commerce, international relations, law, science, and the arts.  We strongly urge all Fairhaven students to 
pursue the study of foreign languages for the longest sequence possible.   
          
It is recommended that a student earn a C- or better in order to proceed to the next sequential level.  A 
student earning less than a C- is encouraged to repeat the course in order to gain greater mastery before 
continuing to the next level.  The grade for the repeated course will replace the lower grade.  Exceptions 
to this rule may be made on an individual basis.

We must be able to 
assimilate new data, generate ideas, and draw logical conclusions based on the facts if we are to 
progress in the ever more competitive international marketplace.  In addition, these important thinking 
skills will become survival tools for all individuals in the world of tomorrow.  Decisions concerning 
pollution, nuclear power, toxic waste disposal, food additives, genetic engineering, population control, 
sewage treatment and the greenhouse effect will have to be made by enlightened citizens in a rational 
manner.  To this end, the science curriculum at Fairhaven High School is designed to: a) develop within 
students the abilities to inquire, gather data, and draw conclusions, b) help students understand the major 
"laws of nature" and their applications, c) teach students the skills necessary to think critically in order to 
evaluate the quality of data available, and d) provide students with a broad background in the natural 
sciences.  Fairhaven High School requires that all students pass three years of a science as a condition 
for graduation.

Grade 9 
Physical Science deals with the study of physical phenomena of physics and physical chemistry.  In 
physics, students will examine the relationship between motion, forces, momentum, work, power, energy, 
simple circuits, and simple waves.  Physical chemistry studies matter and energy with an emphasis on 
heat transfer and electricity.  The course incorporates a broad range of activities that will offer the student 
opportunities to develop an understanding of physical science.  This course will be inquiry based with the 
teacher guiding students through activities helping students learn important science concepts through 
hands-on investigations.  This course is the first year of a two year preparation to take the physics MCAS.  
Level I credit for this course requires additional readings, research and special project(s).

Grade 10 
This course will review some of the key concepts of Physical Science, but will study the more complex 
physical phenomena of physics, such as the difference between average and instantaneous velocity, 
Newton’s 3rd law of Force, electric forces, and more complex circuits. In Physical Science B, students will 
examine the relationship between electromagnetic waves, light, and energy.  The course will also 
incorporate a broad range of activities that offer the student opportunities to develop an understanding of 
physical science.  This course will be inquiry based with the teacher guiding students through activities 
helping students learn important science concepts through hands-on investigations. This course is the 
second year of a two year preparation to take the physics MCAS. Considerable time will be spent 
preparing the student to pass the MCAS exam in May. Level I credit for this course may require additional 
readings, research and special project(s).

Advanced Placement

Grades 10-12 
With permission of Academic Coordinator 
Advanced Placement (A.P.) Biology is an advanced intensive course taught at the freshman college level.  
It deals with the structure and function of living organisms with emphasis on the fundamental biological 
processes common to animals and plants.  Laboratory sessions are directly related to the topics being 
discussed and offer "hands-on" experiences that serve to reinforce the lecture material.  In addition to 
standard laboratory experiences, both protein and genetic databases are used.  Students will also 
conduct an invasive species study of a local shore crab.  Students are expected to take the A.P. exam in 
May.

Honors

Grades 9-12 
Previous science teacher recommendation required 
This course is designed for students with an aptitude and high interest in the study of biology.  It is 
designed to examine the major concepts in biology by actively engaging students in the learning process 
through activities, laboratory investigations and projects.  Through inquiry, students will learn about the 
diversity of life, the interrelationships existing between organisms and their surroundings, and how 
organisms have adapted and changed throughout time.  Emphasis will be placed on learning biology and 
understanding biological topics that will provide students with a foundation for chemistry, honors 
chemistry or AP Biology in subsequent years.

Prerequisite: Physical Science A, B 
Students taking this course learn the major unifying themes in biology.  They not only learn the facts 
associated with the science of life, but also the various higher level thinking skills that are a requirement 
for a successful adult life.  The facts of biology are presented within a pattern of themes and in a historical 
perspective that helps students understand the larger significance of the details they are learning.  Topics 
covered include biochemistry, genetics, reproduction, evolution, ecology, classification and microbiology.  
The laboratory activities are intended to teach the student basic microscopic techniques, computer 
application to biological systems, approaches to problem solving, and to provide tangible experiences 
with biological materials.  Level I credit for this course requires additional readings, research and special 
project(s).

Advanced Placement (A.P.) chemistry is an advanced intensive course taught at the freshman college 
level.  It will review content of honors chemistry, such as stoichiometry, gas laws, equilibrium constants, 
and acid-bases. It will build on the foundation of honors chemistry and deal with concepts such as atomic 
structure, thermodynamics, oxidation-reduction reactions, reaction order, and kinetics. The course 
requires students to perform 10 standardized chemistry laboratories. In addition, students are expected to 
take the Chemistry A.P. exam in May. 
 
330 CHEMISTRY H330 CHEMISTRY H330 CHEMISTRY H330 CHEMISTRY H    
Honors 
1 unit 
Grades 10-12 
Prerequisite:  Algebra I (w/ a B- or better average) 
The study of chemistry is based upon observations and measurements regarding the properties of matter 
and the changes (reactions) that occur within matter.  The principles and theories explaining these 
changes will be developed in a rational, systematic way with students making predictions about the 
outcomes of experimental investigations.  Students will be required to design and conduct detailed 
experiments and to draw appropriate conclusions based upon their observations and data collected.  
Students should possess an active interest in science and a strong background in algebra in order to 
succeed in this accelerated course. This course will prepare the student to pass the chemistry MCAS 
exam offered in May. In addition this course provides the foundation for AP Chemistry.

Level I  
1 unit 
Grade 10-12 
Prerequisite: Passed Algebra 1 
This college prep chemistry course prepares the student for further study in chemical theory and 
laboratory procedures at the college level. This course of study presents the student with a background in 
the properties of matter, atomic structure, periodic law, chemical bonding, chemical reactions and 
stochiometry, gases and kinetic molecular theory, solution chemistry, acids and bases, equilibrium and 
rates of reaction. Additionally, the laboratory component teaches standard lab techniques and procedures 
for laboratory equipment and scientific apparatus, with a focus on safety in the lab.

Students entering this course are expected to have an excellent understanding of 
mathematics and should be considering a career in math, engineering or science. The course requires 
students to perform standardized physic laboratories. In addition, students are expected to take the 
Physics A.P. exam in May.

Students entering this course are expected to have an excellent understanding of mathematics and 
should be considering a career in either math or science.

Physics is the fundamental science of the natural world.  It can be defined as the study of matter and 
motion, of energy and its transformations.  Topics that are specifically covered include measurements, 
mechanics, sound, light, electricity and magnetism (time permitting).  Students of physics acquire 
background information and skills with lab apparatus, including computers, in order to develop discovery 
capabilities and to form a basis for further studies in engineering or other mathematics related fields.  
Therefore, physics is highly recommended for those whose career goals include these areas.

The objectives of the anatomy and physiology course are twofold:  first, to furnish students with 
information regarding themselves and their bodies which will aid them in their daily lives, making them 
more health conscious and physically responsible individuals; and second, to provide a basis for further 
professional training.  Major body systems are studied, stressing the relation between structure and 
function.  Clinical terms are learned so that students can better understand health professionals.  Studies 
include the systematic dissection of fetal pigs and the examination of tissues.  Experiments dealing with 
visual perception in relation to nervous system integration, blood pressure, and homeostasis are 
performed.  Computers are used to study the bones, muscles, and nervous system.  This course is a 
foundation for more advanced studies in medicine, nursing, psychology, nutrition, physical education and 
other health-related occupations. The honors course is the same as above, except it includes additional 
readings, research, and special projects. 
    
350 FORENSICS 350 FORENSICS 350 FORENSICS 350 FORENSICS     (Semester) 
Level I 
0.5 units 
Grade 11-12 
Pre-requisite:  Biology (Level II, I or Honors) 
Forensics is the science which studies and analyzes evidence as it relates to criminalistics.  Forensics 
methods and technologies include microscopic analysis of hair and fibers, examination and classification 
of fingerprints, chemical analysis of fluids and DNA, crime scene sketching and analysis, and ballistic 
fingerprinting.  Classroom activities will include discussions, lectures, debates, numerous lab activities, 
investigations of crimes, and multiple cooperative learning lessons.  Students will be expected to work in 
cooperative learning groups and will be held responsible for both group projects and individual 
assignments.  Students will also be held responsible for weekly assignments involving recent criminal 
cases.  Level I credit for this course requires additional readings, research, and special project(s). 
 
360360360360    WEATHER AND CLIMATEWEATHER AND CLIMATEWEATHER AND CLIMATEWEATHER AND CLIMATE    (Semester) 
Level I 
0.5 units 
Grades 11-12 
Pre-requisite: Physical Science 
This course is designed to give students an in-depth look at the science, economic, and cultural impact of 
weather and climate. Weather impacts one’s life on a daily basis. Extreme weather grabs the headlines 
on a weekly basis. How weather over a year or decades changes can have wide ranging impact on our 
lives. Examine the Earth and Physical Science behind the weather. Students will be instructed on how 
computer science and technology assist in understanding and predicting weather. Students will learn 
computer skills such as collecting data from databases and analyzing data to make predictions. Students 
will be required to perform several research projects involving daily weather observations and 
measurements, data collection from NOAA databases, and data analysis.  These projects may include 
internet research, dissections, and class presentations with Powerpoint. The students will be required to 
complete research, homework, projects, and exams.  
 

366 OCEAN SCIENCES366 OCEAN SCIENCES366 OCEAN SCIENCES366 OCEAN SCIENCES        (Semester) 
Level I 
0.5 units 
Grades 11-12 
This course is designed to look at the physical and technological aspects of the ocean in a multi-discipline 
way. It will investigate the topics of the marine environment that are visible or occur on a large scale. 
Topics covered include the origins of the ocean, plate tectonics, ocean floor topography, waves, currents, 
tides, climate and the ocean, marine pollution and conservation.  Projects may include internet research, 
dissections, class presentations, data collecting, and data analysis. The students will be required to 
complete research, homework, projects, and exams. assignments involving recent criminal cases.  Level I 
credit for this course requires additional readings, research, and special project(s).

Local marine sites will be monitored when 
feasible. Students will be required to perform several research projects involving marine microorganisms.

Level I credit for this 
course requires additional readings, research, and special project(s).
